The talented potters and sculptors of Oaxaca, Mexico create barro negro , literally translated as "black 

mud" pottery that is adored by people around the world. The color of barro negro is due to the properties 

of the clay—the pottery is not artificially colored.  The earth used to extract the clay is cleaned to remove 

impurities, which can take a month of soaking and settling out the clay from the rest of the soil. After this 

process, each piece takes about 20 days to complete. 

Traditionally, the clay is molded on plates balanced on rocks to that they can be spun by hand. Modern 

potters’ tools are not used.  After it is shaped, the pieces are set to dry in a well-insulated room to protect 

them from sudden changes in temperature. Drying can take up to three weeks. If the piece is to be 

polished so that it turns out shiny black when finished, it is polished when the piece is almost dry. The 

surface of the piece is lightly moistened and then rubbed with a curved quartz stone. This compacts the 

surface of the clay and creates the metallic sheen and dark color during firing.

Here you will find his friends Woody Guthrie, Huddie “Leadbelly” Ledbetter, Malvina Reynolds, and brief mentions 
of folks like Bob Dylan and Joan Baez. You will read about his time with the Almanac Singers and the Weavers, 
his appearance before the House Un-American Activities Committee, and his time being blacklisted. You will read 
about his building his log house by hand, his love for his wife, Toshi, their travels all over the world learning about 
indigenous music wherever they went. Seeger gives advice to teens in 1963 (in an article published in Seventeen 
Magazine). He writes about how to play various instruments, with excellent advice on how guitars should divide 
up what they play so they’re not making a bunch of noise. There are even excellent tips on songwriting. 
 
Seeger continued to live a rich life after the writing of this book, including his time on the Clearwater, lobbying to 
have the Hudson River cleaned up. But this book lays the foundation for his thinking and his activism. 
 
I have been revisiting the music of Pete Seeger in recent times, and especially appreciate his “Pete Seeger at 89” 
album which sums up a life well lived. I’m not sure why I didn’t read this book earlier in my life, but I’m glad I finally 
got around to it.

45. American Guitars: An Illustrated History, by Tom Wheeler 

Donated by Nancy Sherer. The author is a professor at the University of Oregon. From his website: 

After freelancing for Rolling Stone, Tom served as editor-in-chief of Guitar Player magazine and founding editorial 
director of Bass Player. He left Guitar Player in 1991, which, according to the National Guitar Museum, signaled 
the end of the magazine’s golden era. 

His first encyclopedia, The Guitar Book: A Handbook for Electric and Acoustic Guitarists (foreword by B.B. King), 
was published by Harper & Row. An updated Japanese version was published in 2000. His next book, 

American Guitars: An Illustrated History (foreword by Les Paul), was called by one retail catalog “the best 
book ever written about guitars.” 

His 2004 book, The Stratocaster Chronicles (foreword by Eric Clapton), was named Book of the Year by Vintage 
Guitar magazine. Tom also wrote The Soul of Tone: Celebrating 60 Years of Fender Amps (foreword by Keith 
Richards) and The Dream Factory: Fender Custom Shop (foreword by Billy Gibbons), named Book of the Year by 
Guitar International. His latest books are The Fender Archives: A Scrapbook of Artifacts, Treasures, and Inside 
Information (foreword by James Burton) and The Stratocaster Continues (foreword by Eric Johnson). He also 
wrote a textbook, Phototruth or Photofiction: Ethics and Media Imagery in the Digital Age. 

Wheeler co-edited and wrote the foreword for Richard Smith’s Fender: The Sound Heard ôRound The World. He 
wrote the foreword for The PRS Guitar Book and contributed chapters to Gibson Guitars, 100 Years of an 
American Icon; The Electric Guitar; Electric Guitars of the Fifties; and Electric Guitars of the Sixties; among other 
books. Some of his work is archived at the National Museum of American History/Smithsonian Institution in 
Washington, D.C. As an artist, he collaborated with Paul Reed Smith and other players in the design of the PRS 
Signature guitar. 

Wheeler has interviewed Muddy Waters, B.B. King, Chuck Berry, Eric Clapton, Les Paul, Leo Fender, Keith 
Richards, and hundreds of other artists and key figures in the history and evolution of the modern guitar. He was 
a consultant to the Smithsonian Institution and to the publishers of The Guitar Collection: An Elite Gathering of 
150 Exceptional Guitars and has been interviewed by The New York Times, The Washington Post, The Chicago 
Tribune, The Wall Street Journal, U.S. News & World Report, Irish Public Radio, American Public Radio, MTV, 
NPR, the BBC, and CNN. He appears in the Smithsonian Channel’s documentary Electrified: The Guitar 
Revolution, serves on Fender’s Hall of Fame Selection Committee, and was the writer and host of informational 
videos for Fender and Guild.
